Directed by Jorge Díez and curated by Cecilia Anderson, the sixth edition of MADRID 
ABIERTO focuses on the way in which collaboration and cooperation can act as catalysts 
for changes in the city. Bringing on board different voices from a wide spectrum of 
professions, ranging from gardeners, actors, social workers, programmers, architects 
and city planners. The resulting art projects cut across a wide fi eld of perspectives and 
expressions. The goal of this socially committed focus is to create a network of interaction 
which, ideally speaking, will enable a rapprochement and closer understanding of the 
dynamics operating in the city. The ten artists selected—Lara Almarcegui, Laurence 
Bonvin, Susanne Bosch, Lisa Cheung, Teddy Cruz, Iñaki Larrimbe, Josep-Maria 
Martín, Jean-François Prost, Gustavo Romano and Pablo Valbuena—address areas 
that often remain in darkness or in silence. The goal of this edition is to bring to light, and 
sound, the differing dynamics of collaborative initiatives and to explore the way in which 
these efforts can affect people and the politics of certain specifi c places.

The current edition of the festival takes place throughout 2009 and 2010. In February 
2009 La Casa Encendida in Madrid held a seminar titled Urban Buddy Scheme, together 
with the presentation of the artists and a preparatory encounter of the projects in an open 
workshop. The seminar explored the possibilities of a collaborative socio-culturally and 
politically engaged project, as well as the way in which this work could act as a catalyst 
for changes in the city. At the same time, it attempted to activate processes that would 
integrate new fi elds of knowledge within existing ones, continuing with the goals of this 
edition.

Both the art interventions and the broadcasting of works in the sound art and audiovisual 
section will be held from February 4th through 28th 2010, though some of them will be 
developed in the previous months.

In the sound art section, projects were chosen by Sarah Boothroyd, Manuel Calurano/Anna 
Raimondo, Yves Coussement, Javier Diez-Ena, Wade Matthews, Annemarie Steinvoort, 
Matthew Verdon, Hernani Villaseñor and Gloria Zein. Rounding off the programme are 
audiovisual works by Fausto Grossi, Sinbait, Izibene Oñederra, Logela, Iván Argote, David 
Elgea, Furallefalle, Salvatore Tutti and Iñaki López, selected in the 9th Intervenciones TV, 
which will be further added to with the artists selected in the 10th edition.

Organised by the MADRID ABIERTO Cultural Association, this edition is promoted by the 
Vice-presidency, Culture & Sports Dept and Spokeperson’s Offi ce of the Madrid Region 
and the Arts Dept of the City Council of Madrid, together with the collaboration of Casa de 
América, Círculo de Bellas Artes, ARCOmadrid, Fundación Telefónica, La Casa Encendida, 
the Ministry of Culture, Radio 3 de RNE, Canal Metro and Fundación Rodríguez/ 
Montehermoso Cultural Centre. A pilot educational project will be implemented and, 
continuing with the work in previous editions, RMS La Asociación will be responsible for 
the coordination (chief coordinator, Marta de la Torriente) while the graphic image and 
webpage www.madridabierto.com are created by Equipo 451.

A city of strollers, of fl âneurs and daydreamers,a preferably nocturnal, arbitrary 
and aimless wandering through city streets in search of some poetic encounter .A mental 
metropolis that has something of a lost city, of a faraway failure, a dramatic city made up 
of symbolic elements of which the shop window would occupy a pre-eminent position.
