Exhibitor passes and invitations

4.2. Each exhibitor may request additional Exhibitor Passes at a cost of
6.54 €/unit + VAT and customer invitations at 3.74 €/unit + VAT.

4.3. Invitations for Visitors will be sent to each exhibitor by e-mail, and
will be personalised with the name of the exhibiting company in order
for it to be sent to your customers, who should be registered online to
obtain the pass for direct access to the Trade Show. Subsequently, we
will send each exhibitor the number of registered visitors. Also you can
download them through the Exhibitors’ Area.

We ask all exhibitors to make proper use of these invitations with the
aim of ensuring the highest level of professionalism at the Trade Show.
Persons under the age of 16 should not attend the exhibition.

INTERIOR DECOR OF MODULAR STANDS

4 Modular stands are delivered finished on 17 October at
8.30 hours.

A All exhibitors on modular stands that have an interior design
incorporating panels, profiles, totem columns, platforms, light
truss...etc must present their projects to the Technical
Secretary before 15 September. Send PROJECT to the IFEMA

A Elements more than 1 metre high may not be placed within the
first 1.5 metres of the perimeter zone bordering the aisle and
other exhibitors' stands. The rest of the construction or decoration
must be no more than 3 metres high. Elements may be hung
from the beams of the hall between 4 and 6 metres high,
provided there is a distance of more than one metre from the
entire stand perimeter.

A All services or modifications the exhibitor wishes to make to these basic
features shall be at their own expense.

A Efforts will be made to adapt the distribution of all elements comprising
the stand, any additional parts requested and all the structural elements
to support the stand to the exhibitor's needs, whenever technically
possible and the plan of the relevant instructions is received at least 15
days before the start of assembly.

A Once the stand has been assembled, changes in the placement of any
element which have not been communicated by the set date will be
invoiced.

A The elimination or substitution by the exhibitor of any formative element
of the modular stand does not imply a reduction in cost.

A All material used, both structural and electrical, is rented, and therefore,
any deterioration will be billed at current rates.

A In addition, any exhibitor may book additional elements which appear
in the IFEMA Services Catalogue.

6.1. Any exhibitor who chooses a Free Design Stand should send the
DESIGN to IFEMA Exhibition Services Management.

6.2. ASSEMBLY RIGHTS

The company undertaking the assembly work should, before commencing
this work, pay IFEMA the corresponding fee for assembly rights
corresponding to services rendered during the Trade Show assembly and
dismantling period: health care service (nursing staff), discount on catering
services, inspection of electricity connections, occupational risk inspection,
connections and electricity supply during assembly and dismantling, use
and maintenance of paint rooms, personalised service for fitters and
individual space signage.

Based on the diverse use of installations and services, the fees for assembly
rights, for the stand as a whole, including second floors, will be the
following:

Undecorated spaces, or those covered by carpet or platform:
Fee TYPE A: 1.95 €/sq.m. + 8% VAT

Basic modular stands of aluminium or similar:

Fee TYPE B: 3,90 €/sq.m. + 8% VAT

Modular design stands in aluminium, wood or other materials:
Fee TYPE C: 6.14 €/sq.m. + 8% VAT

In addition, a fee of 3.003 €/sq.m. + 8% VAT is payable for the general
electricity supply and minimum electricity (0.13 kW/sq.m) for the duration
of the Trade Show and setting up periods.

6.3. SPECIFIC ASSEMBLY REGULATIONS FOR FREE DESIGN
STANDS

6.3.1. PRODUCERS AREA: Producers Area and Food Industry related
to Fruit and Vegetables (see point 3.1 and 3.2 in the Application
Form)

The Free Design option is available for stands over 128 sg.m. and must
be indicated on the Exhibitors’ Application Form.

With the aim of maintaining the concept of an open, accessible, exhibition
with maximum visibility for each Exhibitor, the specific assembly
regulations for free design stands are the following:

Height

The maximum height of any element located within the first metre and
a half of the aisle perimeter should be 1 m. The maximum height for
the rest of the stand should be 3 m.

Elements may be hung from the beams of the hall between 4 and 6
metres high, provided there is a distance of more than 1 metre from the
entire stand perimeter.

Blind perimeter closures

Blind perimeter closures may be made from the first one and a half
metres inside the stand and must not exceed 50% of each facade facing
onto an aisle.

To make longer closures, these should be set back a minimum of 3
metres toward the interior and must not exceed 80% of the length of
the facade.

6.3.2. AUXILIARY INDUSTRY AREA: Production and Services Suppliers
and Distribution, Logistics and Point of sale (see point 3.3 and 3.4
in the Application Form)

The Free Design option is available for stands over 32 sq.m. and must
be indicated on the Exhibitors’ Application Form.

With the aim of maintaining the concept of an open, accessible, exhibition
with maximum visibility for each exhibitor, the specific assembly
regulations for free designed stands are the following:

Height

The maximum height should be 3 metres. Elements may be hung from
the beams of the hall between 4 and 6 metres high, provided there is
a distance of more than 1 metre from the entire stand perimeter.

Blind perimeter closures

The blind perimeter closures must not exceed 50% of each facade facing
onto an aisle.

To make longer closures, these should be set back a minimum of 3
metres toward the interior and must not exceed 80% of the length of
the facade.

7.1.1. Once the space has been assigned, you will have access to the
IFEMA Services Catalogue, which includes services to complement
your participation at the Trade Show.

A 15% discount is applicable for rates on each service
booked in this way, including bookings made up to the day prior to the
start of assembly without incurring the 25% surcharge for last minute
bookings. (This does not include minimum compulsory services, outdoor
advertising, meeting rooms and Trade Fair payment terminals and Specific
Services for the Trade Show such as exhibitor passes, etc.).

8.1. Access is not permitted for fitters or exhibitors, nor is work on
assembly and stands allowed outside the days and times indicated in
the EXHIBITORS' AGENDA.

8.2. The space may not be occupied and delivery of the modular
stand will not be authorised to any exhibitor who has not paid for
the space booked and the cost of services requested in full.

8.3. The exhibitor is obliged to look after and remain with the products
displayed at their stand during the entire duration of the Trade Show
on Wednesday 19 October and Thursday 20 October from 10 am. to
7 pm. and Friday 20 October from 10.00 to 4 pm. Failure to observe
this rule may mean the loss of the right to preferential renewal of the
space assigned.

7.2. ENTRY OF DAILY MERCHANDISE

7.2.1. An exclusive area with an electricity supply has been established
for parking refrigerated lorries with the aim of keeping produce fresh
and replacing fruit and vegetables in the stands for the Show. If this
service is required, applications must be sent to the IFEMA Trade Fair
Services Management. Fax (34) 91 722 51 27 or e-mail: stecnica@ifema.es
for which you will be invoiced at the current rate.

7.2.2. Delivery of merchandise at Feria de Madrid. Always indicate
the following on the delivery address: FRUIT ATTRACTION, your company
name, hall and stand number.

Important note: IFEMA personnel are not authorised to receive any
merchandise intended for your stand. Please ensure that there is always
someone on your stand.

7.2.3. If this is not possible we recommend you to contact with the
partner company for managing merchandise.

8.4. Exhibitors will have access to their stands from 8 am. and may
leave them from the end of the Trade Show until 8 pm.

8.5. The direct sale of any of the articles on display at the Trade Show
is totally forbidden.

8.6. IFEMA puts at the disposal of the participating exhibitors at the
Trade Show, the IFEMA Convention and Congress Centre for hiring
rooms intended for receptions, conferences, press conferences etc.
or other professional activities within the exhibition centre.

8.7. Noisy activity, which could disturb other exhibitors, must not
exceed 60 decibels.

8.8. The exhibitor authorises total or partial reproduction of products
displayed, which IFEMA may need and/or reproduce in its future
promotional material.

8.9. The exhibitor undertakes to respect environmental protection
regulations. They must therefore also abide by environmental protection
guidelines.

8.10. Water used for cooking, dealing with food or cleaning objects
which enter into direct contact with food must be obtained from taps
which are sufficiently hygienic. Using water from toilets is forbidden.

8.11. Exhibitors may leave leftover products at the indicated collection
point at the trade show for their distribution to charity.
